· Compare and contrast the colonies of Virginia and Massachusetts Bay in the 17th century. Who were the colonists? Why did they come? How successful were they?


1. Listen to another attempt to explain the nature of APUSH multiple choice and short answer questions. Learn what entails the Mr. Martin’s RtI process.

· Study the primary documents.  Analyze seven documents by completing the chart you will be given—both partners create their own copy of the chart.  (The copies can be identical, but both of you have your own.)

· As you complete the chart, consider what each document tells you about who the colonists were, why they came and how successful they were

· Based on the chart that you created with your partner, write two PEA paragraphs that differentiate between the colonies.  Agree on the claims for each of the two paragraphs, BUT write the paragraphs separately, working next to but not with your partner.

· Exchange your paragraphs; read them silently; and, then, discuss how you would evaluate each paragraph using the rubric that you will be given.

3. Discuss Your See-Think-Wonder and PEA work. 

4. In a small-group discuss the models you will be given of FRQ body paragraphs; be prepared to explain your analysis of the models in large-group.

· Where in the examples do you see the point, evidence and analysis?

· What could the planning look like for these paragraphs?
