Today You Will Learn to--

· Compare and contrast the colonies of Virginia and Massachusetts Bay in the 17th century. Who were the colonists? Why did they come? How successful were they?

· Explain the major beliefs of the English Puritans. How did their ideas differ from those of the Church of England?

· Based on the chart that you created with your partner, write two PEA paragraphs that differentiate between the colonies.  Agree on the position statement for each of the two paragraphs, BUT write the paragraphs separately, working next to but not with your partner.

· Exchange your paragraphs; read them silently; and, then, discuss how you would evaluate each paragraph using the rubric that you will be given.
